The
IGSAP will not accept a record of any other English tests except TOEFL or IELTS. In
addition, the IGSAP will neither accept any application forms nor essential documents
which arrive in the IGSAP Office after the closing days. So, please take either TOEFL
or IELTS in an appropriate early timing to submit a score sheet of either of them with

your application form by the closing day without fail.
